PhD students are welcome to submit monographic papers with mandatory cover letter from their scientific supervisors. Research work of undergraduate and graduate students can be published in joint authorship with their scientific supervisors.  
Bulletin editorial team will be grateful for papers written in compliance with the requirements given below. Papers failing to meet them will be returned to the authors for further editing and proofreading. The template and review questions are provided to facilitate writing and reviewing (see Appendix1.doc). Short abstracts of papers should be added to the main text of each paper for further publication and placement in the reference bases.

Format requirements: 

· Microsoft Word text editor
· Line spacing: 1
· Font: Times New Roman, 12 point-type
· Paragraph indention: 1 cm
· Left and right justification
· ALL margins:  2 cm (20 mm)
· Text size not less than six А-4 pages
General requirements:

· References are given in the text by bracketed numbers [1], with list of references at the end of the article in numerical order. References in text to several sources should be given as  [1,5,19] or [15-24] 

· Dash «–» and hyphen «-» should not be used interchangeably
· Quotation marks are to be of the same type “ ” 
· Indention with a Tab or Space keys is not allowed
· Hyphenated division of words is not allowed
· Non-breaking space is required between initials and the last name
· Page numbers should not to be inserted
· References should contain no more than 15 sources. References to sources published after 2012 are mandatory.

We kindly ask the authors to attach personal information including first name, last name, patronymic (if applicable), affiliation and current position in the organization, degrees, titles, and academic status, e-mail.
